Time control: 60 min.+ 30 sec. per move (Fisher system). 
 
The tournament will be counted for FMJD world rating at 50%.

The winner of Riga Open will receive the cup. The participants took 1 – 3 places will be 
awarded medals and diplomas. The participants finishing in the first three places among 
women and in the age groups also will be awarded medals and diplomas.
